for charities worldwide—Stookey 
decided from the beginning to donate 
all proceeds— and it’s now available 
through a Vermont nonprofit as a 
beautifully packaged wedding favor 
(www.pdfoundation.org). These two 
musical memories, more than 35 
years old, illustrate the staying power 
of a wedding weekend. Vermont con-
sistently ranks in the top three states 
for destination weddings, and the 
reason is clear: Our gorgeous scenery, 
our picture-postcard communities, 
and, most of all, our friendly and 
world-class wedding professionals, 
make any Vermont wedding one to 
remember.
